Semester Project #1  (  Intermediate Web Design
Objective:  
To create a website in which the focus is mostly on design and the use of website tools. Your first steps are to choose a subject, obtain real content on it, and then create a 5-page website as specified below.  
Basic Rules/Guidelines: 

1. DO NOT name your page index.htm.  I want to be able to look at your list of files. 

2. Do not use a template.  Create site from scratch.

3. Obviously, this must be a new site. It cannot be something that you’ve already done and submitted in class. 

4. You may use a text editor such as Notepad, or an HTML editor such as GoLive. 
5. Must use a subfolder for images and multimedia 
6. The layout must be accomplished by CSS (divs) or tables.
7. It is OK and recommended to use additional imagery and tools not specified in the instructions. 

Create an external CSS for at least the items listed below.  You may add other styles as desired.  
· Heading levels 1, 2, and 3 (at least: font family, color, alignment) 
· Body (at least: background color or image, margins) 
· Paragraph (at least: line height, font size, color, padding or margin
· A class that controls the caption beneath each thumbnail on Photo Gallery page.    

Create a Template for each page 
· Design an attractive masthead and a distinctive logo.  The logo must consist of an original design using a graphic software application.  This is a very important part of the project.  Mastheads help to create a first impression of a site. 
· Save this html file as template.htm. 
· Include a DOCTYPE STATEMENT 

· Include the following three Meta tags 

· Character encoding

· Description 

· Keywords

· Although you may alter your layout if your design calls for it, you should create a basic page layout. For instance, include a placeholder for a different image, or consistent object on each page. An example is: http://amyplotch.com.   
· Your navigation must be either buttons, or table cells without underlines. (Example: 
http://www.dstcharlestonalumnae.org )  

· Here are your 5 navigational Links : 

· Home  
· Page 2 (You must customize its name) 

· Photo Gallery  
· Free Stuff  

· Contact Us 

· Include JavaScript showing the date page was last updated.  
Home page

· In addition to your planned content, include a bulleted list.  The bulleted list must use an image and must be done with an inline style. 
· The counter that is available for your server is powered by scripts from: 
http://www.muquit.com/muquit/software/Count/Count2_5-ex.html. By default, we use “digit style A.”  Explore the alternatives and use a style other than “A”.  Available styles are from B through E. 

Page 2

· Make this a long page and set up anchors and targets to separate it into sections.  

· Use an inline style to break the printed page after each section.  (It only works in I.E.) 
· Embed music or sound into the background of this page. Set it to play automatically without the player being visible.   
Photo Gallery 
· A blurb of text introducing the reason for the photos. 

· A photo gallery including 10 pictures, set up as thumbnails.  
Free Stuff 
· Create a form that a user must complete to get free stuff from your site.  Include these specifications. 
· At least 8 fields

· At least  4 different form controls 

· Form must be attractively designed with CSS or tables for good alignment  

· Create a JavaScript function to validate the email field.  

Contact Page 

Include the following information
· Your real email address

· Physical address 

· Phone and Fax 

· Directions: A map showing directions to your location. For the map, you must use a graphic program to create a street map.  The map must include at least 5 streets.  Here is an example:  http://www.ststephenscharleston.org/contact.htm 

Finishing Up: 
Now that you have followed the strictness of these instructions, step back and look at your site from a visitor’s point of view.  Your checklist: 

· Have you incorporated good design principles?

· Does it have an overall visual appeal?

· Does it have a unified, cohesive, realistic appearance? 

· Does it have accurate XHTML coding?
